Today it has
been observed that these girls are so empowered and understand the value of education
and explain to their parents that they want to study and become independent. This
transforms their present life and ensures a secure future for them. Hence, education is
the most influential tool which breaks the vicious cycle of abuse, malnutrition, poverty
and oppression. Donate now so that children can enjoy a future full of opportunities
because of the quality education they receive today.
